A moderate amount of instability developed across eastern Nebraska Sunday afternoon and evening September 28th as temperatures
rose into the 80s and dewpoints reached the lower 60s. As a cold front crossed the area Sunday evening, the instability aided in
thunderstorm development, a few of which became severe. The strongest storms produced mainly hail of an inch or less in diameter,
but isolated storms produced strong winds. The cold front was driven southeast by a fairly vigorous upper level trough that was

dropping southeast out of Canada.
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
